  Sustainable Living Cabins

Rules and Procedures for Enjoying Your Stay
Description

1. Sustainable Living Cabins provide overnight comfort while using many energy and water conservation measures.  These measures include: 

· All electricity is produced by solar panels

· Walls and ceiling constructed from Structural Insulated Panels (SIPs)

· Triple pane windows

· Water conserving plumbing

· Use of native and local materials

· Comfort air flow design

· Promoting outdoor enjoyment

2. One queen bed, one full (double) bed, and a twin bed (bunk)
3. Interior furnishings and outdoor porch with table and grill.
4. Cabins are 24’ x24’, with an 8’ x 24’ deck.

5. Cabins are nestled between woods and prairie, and are within walking distance to Fontana Lake, trails, and Fontana Park attractions.

6. Fontana Park is located on the edge of an Old Order Amish Community.

Check-in Procedures

1. Check-in time is anytime after 3 p.m.

2. Renters will be given a keypad punch code for entering and locking the cabin.
3. Upon arrival, renters need to notify park staff immediately of any broken or missing items. 
4. A $50 deposit fee is due within 10 days of making a confirmed phone or email reservation.  The deposit secures the reservation, and is not refunded due to cancellation.  The remaining balance of the reservation charge is due within 30 days of the reserved date(s), or within 10 days of making a confirmed phone or email reservation, or within 24 hours of occupying the cabins – whichever comes first.  The $50 deposit fee will be returned with a week of the departure date.
Regulations

1. Renter must be 21 years of age or older

2. Quiet time starts at 10:30 p.m., and all visitors not staying in the cabins must depart by 10:30 p.m.
3. No smoking

4. Failure to properly clean cabin after use, or any destruction of county property, can mean forfeiture of all or part of deposit, and may lead to fines and restitution.
5. No keg beer

6. Pets must be kenneled while in cabins

7. Cabin furnishings must remain inside cabins

8. Unless otherwise stated, all Buchanan County Conservation Board rules and regulations apply to cabin use.  Anyone found in violation of Conservation Board rules and regulations may be required to forfeit their cabin stay, with no refund of paid rental.  Violators may also be subject to fines, restitution, or other penalties as per county ordinances and state law.  Complete Conservation Board rules and regulations are posted at the entry to the campground, may be downloaded at http://buchanancountyparks.com/page4.php, or may be obtained at the Conservation Board Office.

Items renter should or may bring:

1. Complete bedding (sleeping bag or sheets and covers; pillow)

2. Cooking and eating utensils (other than those already provided – see below).

3. All food and beverage supplies.

4. Bath towels and toiletries.

5. Radio or computer (turn off when not in use)

6. Lawn chairs if desired

Items supplied at cabin

1. Microwave

2. Refrigerator (dorm-sized)
3. Basic set of dinner service for six

4. Coffee maker

5. Toilet paper

6. Disinfectant cleaners

7. Broom, dustpan, mop, bucket, and sponge

8. One load of firewood/day (more may be purchased from campground host).  No splitting of firewood on porches.  Do not bring your own firewood (due to emerald ash borer).

9. Garbage container with bags.  
10. Adequate electrical storage for normal sustainable living use (see solar energy guidelines).

Cleanup and Checkout Procedures (required for return of deposit)
1. Checkout time is noon.

2. Sweep floor and mop any soiled areas.

3. Spray table, countertops, microwave (inside and out), and sinks with disinfectant, and wipe clean and dry.

4. Deposit all garbage in refuse bags, and place bags in the can outside the cabins.  Cans and bottles that have a deposit may be placed in a separate bag(s) alongside the can outside the cabin.   Renters are encouraged to take any other recyclable waste products home for recycling.

5. No cleaning fish in cabins.

6. Pick up and dispose of any items or trash on the porch and area outside the cabin.

7. Check the cabin for any items that may otherwise be left behind.

8. Check that all lights and fans are turned off.  Unplug the coffee maker, refrigerator, microwave, and any other appliances.
9. Turn off heater.

10. Close and lock all windows.

11. Lock cabin procedures (close the door fully as you exit).
The Solar Energy System (informational displays and brochures exist inside and outside the cabins)
1. An amp and voltage meter is located in the living room hallway, near the north bedroom.  The amp indicator shows how much energy is flowing from the solar panels.  The voltage shows the battery charge, and the percent full indicates how much battery life is left.  Batteries should not discharge less than 50 percent.

2. The system is designed to provide adequate energy for intelligent use by renters.  Energy supply is not designed to take into account wasteful practices, such as leaving on lights and appliances when not in use, bringing in high energy use appliances, etc. Enjoy and practice a sustainable lifestyle!
